Bible Study Questions 1 Timothy 6

Sermon Summary – Paul instructs Timothy to urge slaves in the congregation to work well for their masters, even if they are Christians. He then addresses the issues surrounding spiritual slavery to desiring and having wealth and the need to pursue a life of slavery to godliness.

Please read 1 Timothy 6

How might verses 1 and 2 relate to us today? In particular how might they help us live as employees and employers?

The false teachers in Ephesus were 'in it for the money'. How might godliness be a means to financial gain (v5)? Can you give examples of this from your own experience or knowledge?

Is v8 really achievable in a consumerist society? What might this verse look like when it is lived out today?

In what ways is the Christian life a 'fight' (v12)? What are we to fight for and what do we fight against?

As Paul addresses those who have a measure of wealth in v17ff, what does he mean that wealth can produce arrogance?

What is the 'life that is truly life' (v19)?
