Joshua 23 and 24 Study Questions

Sermon summary:

Time to say goodbye to the jog through Joshua. ‘Last words’.

1.  Joshua looks back (23:4. 'remember’) on what God has done (NB the verbs in 24:1-13). This leads to worship, thanksgiving, service and love. 
2.  Move on.  The past is a springboard for ‘moving on’ (24:18, 21, 24 ‘we will’)

3.  Decide. Choose. NOW is decision time (24:15) Choose God. A personal and a corporate choice.

Please read Joshua 23:1-6 and 14 then 24:14-28.

1.  What did Joshua call the people to remember?  (23:3 and then v 4)

2.  Joshua reminds the people of ‘all that God had done’ in history. List the verbs in 24:1-13 and in 17 and 18. Are there equivalents to these in our own experience?

3.  Are there particular times to remember how the Lord has helped and guided us in the past? How can we do this?  Share what you remember of the Lord’s dealings with you in these respects (you may not get past this question!)

4.  How does this remembering differ from being ‘stuck’ in the ‘good old days’ in the past? 

5.  In the present what are the people to do and how are they to behave? (23: 6, 8, 11)

6.  Joshua was now ‘old and advanced in years’ (note the repetition!) What challenges can we take for ourselves from his attitude to ‘old age’? 

7.  ‘Every promise has been fulfilled’ (23:14).  Good verse to remember and ponder. Share what promises our faithful God has made to you recently.

8.  There is much in chapter 24 about choice. Are such choices ‘once for all’ or is this a continuous process? If so, in what ways does this mean we have to ‘covenant with the Lord’? Is there something to be said for recording these? (24: 26).

9.  What does it really mean to ‘serve the Lord’?  Does our church reflect this? Time to refresh our memories about how Mark dealt with this last weekend.
